TERMS AND CONDITIONS
In order to present a range of 2-D works for clients to consider for acquisition under Tasmanian Government Art Site Scheme and to reduce the number of applications artists need to submit, arts@work offers artists the opportunity to register works for sale with Tasmanian Government Art Site Scheme.
1. Artists may submit up to 10 works that are available for purchase. If a work is no longer available, artists must contact art@work to have the works removed from the register. Artists may choose to submit another work in its place.

2. If represented exclusively by a gallery, artists will need to ensure that appropriate arrangements are in place with their gallery. 

3. Registrations are valid from 1 July each year through to 30 June the following year. Artists will be required to reregister each year.
4. All works must be professionally framed and will need to comply with the OH&S requirements of the client. This may require negotiations between arts@work and the artist regarding the framing of the work.

5. Artists may withdraw their works from the Tasmanian Government Art Site register at any time by forwarding a written request to the Program Officer – Public Art.
6. Electronic images of the work will be stored on the arts@work website and accessed by arts@work staff only via a log-on. 
REQUIREMENTS

In order to register your works for acquisition please submit:
CURRICULUM VITAE (CV) – 1 page maximum.
· Attach an up-to-date CV of your relevant fine art experience. Your CV should be arts focussed, with dates, titles, locations and details relating to exhibitions, awards, fine art qualifications, collections etc. Please ensure your CV is set out using a plain font and format.
· Please add your CV as a separate document to your emailed application. Documents must be in RTF, Word or PDF format.  Please ensure that the relevant file extension (i.e. .rtf, .doc or .pdf ) is included in the file name. 

ARTWORK IMAGES and DETAILS
· Applicants must provide up to 10 jpeg images no larger than 600 pixels high by 900 pixels wide and no larger than 1MB each, of their recent work.
  

· Please note that all images files have to be labelled clearly.  For example: No 3_Peter_Smith_ Mona Lisa.jpg  and that this labelling must correlate to the information listed in the table below.
